Tips On How to Write A Bill
DO

1. Make sure that your bill is a FEDERAL issue

2. Follow the three steps on this website.  Your bill submission must contain a clear statement of your bill idea and well-written paragraphs on the following areas: background, stakeholders, and impact.
3.  Edit your work so that it is free of spelling and grammar mistakes.
Don’t
1.  Don’t worry about trying to write using fancy legal language.  Instead, you should focus on trying to write clearly, using detailed examples

If your bill idea is chosen as the contest winner, then bill writing experts (from the Office of the Law Clerk and Parliamentary Counsel) will go over your work and write it up properly.
2.  Don’t write a bill that asks the government to increase taxes.
3.  Don’t write a bill that has already been (is currently being) made into a law.
4.  Don’t write a bill that goes against the Constitution Acts of 1867-1982, including the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms.
